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The Racquetball Universe
by Luke St. Onge

In continuing to recognize those special people in
the sport that have made major contributions I
may introduce you to John Africano.

The Minor Planet Center [MPC] which operates at
the Smithsonian Astrophsical Observatory, under
the auspices of Division 111 of the International
Astronomical Union [IAU]. The MPC is responsible
for the efficient collection, computation, checking
and dissemination of astrometric observations and
orbits for minor planets, asteroids, and comets.
You are now asking yourself has St. Onge finally
gone off the deep end. What does this have to do
with Racquetball?

Now enter John Africano an obssessed racquetball
player who also is a astronomer. John spends his
time between his home in Colorado Springs where
he plays his racquetball and the Haleakala
Observatory on the Hawaiian Island of Maui where
he studies the night sky.

Several years ago John came to me and said that
he would like to make a lasting contribution to the
sport of Racquetball that has been so good to him.
In his night viewing on Maui he had discovered a
asteroid that had never been seen by human eyes
before. Within the MPC organization an astronomer
may name a comet. planet, asteroid that they
discover. John and a team of observers had
discovered Asteroid MPC 12423 in 1995. He said
that he wanted to name it after racquetball. We
held a contest during the 97 USRA Leadership
conference to see what it should be named. "Splat"
was the overwhelming choice and the name was
submitted to the naming Committee of the MPC.

Needless to say the committee was very hesitant
to name a asteroid "Splat" just in case it decided
to zero in on earth.

So it was named "Racquetball" and so it will be

named for thousand of years from now or as long
as humanoids inhabit the Earth.
